Conference Summary

The Steering Committee for the Coalition on Ridberersity (CORD) hosted its inaugural
meeting on September2@nd 3¢', 2007 at Memorial University in St. John’s. Theds was

on strengthening partnerships between immigrarddary time residents of Newfoundland and
Labrador, and between immigrant-serving agenctAaq), in order to better identify and address
diversity issues present in Newfoundland and Ladaollowing shortly after the province
announced its new immigration policy, it was ami#ted that the formation of such a diverse
coalition would be timely and provide significantettion in addressing a myriad of

immigration concerns in the province.

The aim of the newly created Coalition on Richevddsity is to bring together organizations and
groups that work with immigrants to collaboratepfter networking opportunities, and to help
them grow into more aware and diversity-sensitirganizations. The focus is not to start over,
but to cooperate with existing organizations, agenand individuals. By coming together, we
can create more opportunities, assess needs, fdethielop services and ease the pressures on
the system. Through research, education, outreastocacy, and mediation, the Coalition will
work to identify what is being done, who is doingwhat needs to be done, and who can do it.

Appreciative Inquiry (Al) was the approach useatlghout these meetings. Al is a particular
way of asking questions and envisioning the futhes fosters positive relationships and builds
on the basic goodness in a person, a situation organization. In so doing, it enhances a
system’s capacity for change. The basic idea abAd build organizations around what works,
rather than trying to fix what doesn't.

This approach enabled the participants to remasitige and dream about how they would want
a Coalition such as this to operate. It enhancedmcohesion and fostered a respectful
environment. As one participant explainéd,order to create change, you need to be motivate



to create change. By focusing on the negativenitase difficult to become inspired to take
action. This workshop was successful in remainiogjtpve and inspiring people for the cause.”

The discussions held throughout this conferencedaethe Steering Committee gain a clearer
picture of what needs to be done and what an utabwedanization should look like. The
participants were enthusiastic and excited to lavepen forum to voice their concerns. They
were able to discuss relevant issues and ment@ndivn experiences. The organization, topic
selection and facilitators were commended in tr@uations submitted by conference
participants. The importance of collaboration wasrgyly emphasized.

The main criticism was that the meetings were tog land that it is difficult to have
participants, who for the most part work Mondaytaay, give up their weekends. Some
participants also raised the concern for repreientand awareness of diversity issues in rural
Newfoundland. Higher attendance was also suggest&dhs increasing the involvement of
members from existing organizations and explaimingroups that the aim of the Umbrella
organization is to network and coordinate not campéth them to provide services and
programs.

These criticisms and the need to develop mutuatexvess, cooperation and respect geared plans
for another conference in the near future.

Keynote Speech for the Coalition for Diversity Conérence
September 29, Engineering Lecture Theatre, MUN

[Song: Bless the Light]
Good morning.

| want to share a story with youthat begins with a 9-year old child in Brussels|ddum in the
year 1940. One spring day, the child’s father lsdhat within hours, the Nazis would be
storming into the city. With waves of fear grippihgn, the father hunches over the kitchen table
with his wife, and together they quickly plan aidgrescape. The child’s mother weeps as she
tries desperately to stuff her family’s every dpassession into a wicker picnic basket. They
leave their home, and run to the train, which sitigem across the border into France. There,
they spend the next few weeks hiding in bushealisteeggs to sustain themselves, eventually
making their way to Portugal as World WaeKplodes

After many more months of running and hiding, staying days or sometinuss hours ahead of
the Nazis, they discover relatives who live in Gimahe few relatives they had left who e
perished in the war. This little family in exildi$ little Jewish family who had lost so many
aunts and uncles and cousins to the ovens in theeotration camps, finally crosses the ocean to
their precious freedom.

The little boy in this story is my father, and his parents are my grandpar@htsy made it out
alive, but many did not. Dozens of memberswf family alonewere exterminated in the
Holocaust.

They were persecutedind perished simply because they were differehey did not fit some
idealized or standardized human model. Since Inaashere, | can only create stories in my
imagination about what it might have been likehoge dark times, not only for Jews, but for all
the unwanted and terrorized people of that timesehwho didn't fit the “ideal” because they
were different.

The story | told you took place in the 1940s. Now, almost 70 years Ip@ssed, and what can
we say has changed?

As some of you know all too wellyve still live in an era of intense conflicts andssive
institutional failures. We are still confronted tégrly with mounting evidence of the great harm
we do to one another. We are numbed by the newsgiiing genocides, ethnic hatred, and acts
of violence and neglect committed daily in the wioffeeling secure in our little self-protective
groups, we hurt and humiliate each other, tredtimgan beings in non-human ways. Even with
all the technology available to us, or perhaps beeaf it, we are more fragmented and isolated
from one another than ever before. Archbishop Desimautu describes this experience as a
“radical brokenness”.
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Once, we knew how to be togethekVe knew how to act for the good of the whole. Many
cultural traditions have a master story to explaity human life is so hard, why there is so much
hurting and suffering. And the stories always séelme the same — at some point early in our
human origins; we forgot that we were all connecW#d broke apart, we separated from each
other. We even fragmented within ourselves, puttiody, heart, mind, and spiritay out of
alignment. From these master stories we learrthiegpossibility for healing emerges when we
finally remember our interconnectedness and infgddence — our original unity - and when we
are able to gather and begin to reconnect theesedtfragments of our humanity.

| believe that there are very few amongis who consciously want to follow a path of
separation, or to contribute to more fragmentathatred, and aggression. The American poet
Longfellow wrote that “if we could read the sednédtory of our enemies, we should find in each
person’s life sorrow and suffering enough to disafhanimosity.” If we are going to re-weave a
world of wholeness, compassion and peace ratheralweorld of disintegration and animosity,
then we are going to need new ways to addressratetstand our diversity and differentness.

My beloved teacher,Rabbi Zalman Schachter-Shalomi, tells about hovareeall needed on

this planet - every single one of us - and thaédiity is a necessary and healthy thing. He says
that if humankind were to be compared to a singldybthen if we were to take all the organs of
that body and homogenize them - make them the saneebody would die. A healthy body
needs strong bones and marrow, a good heart apoldacgculation system. All the parts are
different, one from the other, all the parts aredesl, and all the parts are important. Each of us,
each culture, each religion, each unique groupsef gach is a vital organ within the larger
organism of the planet.

Unfortunately, very few peoplein their childhood have been taught how to refatethers who
are different from them. And none of us comes theoworld with a little bag of instructions
about how to make contact with diverse others. Wéhd best we can with what we have
learned.

And so, wheredo we find the courageto work towards real change? The answer is fournidan
word courage itself, which comes from the Frencihdiemeur, meaning heariVe develop
courage for those things that speak to the héut. courage grows for things that affect us
deeply, things that open our hearts. Once our learigaged, it becomes easier to be brave. It
becomes easier to speak out about things thatmmatte

The emerging futurerequires the will of people to act from the hefridm a place of deep
caring for humanity. We cannot depend on governpirrginess, or civil society alone. The old
social structure is crumbling, and what is emerdiog the rubble is a new form of presence
and power that is growing through small groups etsivorks of people. It's a different quality
of connection, a different way of being presentwate another from the heart.

When people connect from the heartfrom a meaningful place of compassion, opennieds a
wisdom, they move beyond patterns of the past. Bhegy into their real power.

And there is no power equato a community discovering what it truly cares abou
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We have among us this weekend group of people who are passionately and agtemyjaged
in this discovery. These are our conference orgasjpeople who believe with every ounce of
their being that they themselves must be the chrmgewish to see in the world.

Téksve in the
importance of not just talking about making a d#éfece, but also in taking action. | know they
are discovering their own leadership abilities, aothetimes they are surprising themselves with
their capacity to inspire people. | believe thegllseunderstanah their bonesvhat it means to
provide a safe and welcoming space, to hear aword, to hold a hand, to touch deeply, to be
included, to have one’s voice heard, to feel valwehted, and supported.

They not only appreciate diversity— they model it, they cherish it, and theslebrateit. They
are good at listening, and as you can see, theyeaygood at mobilizing. And | know, also
from first-hand experience, that they &ey - good - cooks

Large and lasting changedoesn’t begin from a leader announcing a new @khough
sometimes | know it looks like that. Change begmgh earlier, rumbling up from deep inside a
system, when a few people notice something thelynwilonger tolerate, and when they share a
dream of what is possible. As they talk togethemedationships grovithrough their differences

a deep wisdom emerges as they get more and moneaed with each other. They soon learn
that as they talk about and act on things thaten&itthem, the whole picture starts to shift.
